Background 
At a special City Commission workshop held on January 22, 2004, Staff presented the issues identified by City Staff, Board of Adjustment, Planning and Zoning Board and other Boards/Committee’s regarding the rewrite of the Comprehensive Land Use Plan and Zoning Code. 
At this workshop, the City Commission provided additional input on issues they considered to be at the forefront of this rewrite. The Commission also confirmed that this would be a total rewrite that they were committed in seeing completed. 

As  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1determined by the City Commission, the rewrite effort will be directed toward:

· eliminating redundant and conflicting provisions;
· overall updating;
· drafting provisions to address concerns raised by the City Commission, Planning & Zoning Board, Staff and others during the Charrette and the consultant’s interviews with various stakeholders;
· clarifying existing procedures and adding definitions where missing; and
· adding graphics and other drafting techniques that would make the Code easier to use.
The Table of Contents included as Attachment A will be the new format of the new land development regulations for the City of Coral Gables.  Not every subsection is listed; examples within each division are included as necessary to provide a general understanding of the proposed organization.  
The parentheticals after each article or section refer to existing sections in the City’s Zoning Code.  The proposed numbering is conceptual only and is based on the Model Land Development Code’s suggested numbering system.  It differs in some respects from the existing Code; but it is uncertain whether the new Code will be included as another Chapter in the City Code or not.  The first number refers to the article; the second to the division number and then the balance of the numbers are sectional references.  

Included as Attachment B are the updated worksheets containing a comprehensive list of issues identified by the Staff “Working Group”, 2002 Charrette Report, Board of Adjustment, Planning and Zoning Board and City Commission.
